THE ARIZONA JUSTICE PROJECT

Noted Arizona criminal defense attorney, Larry
Hammond, will be the guest speaker for the
March 17 meeting in Casa Grande.

Hammond, of the Phoenix law firm Osborn
Maledon, will talk about how AALPI members
can get involved in “The Justice Project,” which
is Arizona’s innocence project. It operates un-
der the aegis of Arizona Attorneys for Criminal
Justice (AACJ) and in conjunction with the law
schools at Arizona State University and the
University of Arizona.

The Justice Project investigates claims of ac-
tual innocence and manifest injustice from Ari-
zona prison inmates whose appeals are ex-
hausted.

The Justice Project has been operating for
nearly 10 years, but recently has become the
recipient of a significant grant from the National
Institute for Justice. That grant is expected to
enable the Justice Project to significantly ex-
pand its abilities to conduct factual investiga-
tions. That's where AALPI comes in. The board
recently adopted a resolution in support of the
Justice Project to help in its grant application
process.

AALPI members Randy Downer and | have
worked with the Justice Project for much of the
last decade. We will take a leadership role in
recruiting AALPI members to participate; and
assigning and managing case investigations.

This is a great opportunity for AALPI and its
members to be a part of something important,
not only to individuals who have been wrongly
accused, but toward improving the criminal jus-
tice system.

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Essential Checklist When Using Public Record Retrieers

If you are not clear at the outset of what
you expect when hiring a record re-
triever to perform research, you are
asking for trouble. Here are ten aspects
of a search BRB Publications think are
essential to review before you hire a
retriever. Of course, the one big ques-
tion not on this list that you will want to
ask the retriever is *“what is the
cost?” This answer cannot be deter-
mined until the ten items below are
clear to both parties.

1. What Type of Records Do You
Want Searched ? For example a
“criminal record search” is not an ade-
guate description. Is it for felonies only,
felonies and misdemeanors, or both?
Should the search include DWI's? Is a
federal court search required?

2. Determine Where You Want to
Search. Do you want the retriever to
search all or only part of a county?
There are over 8,000 ZIP codes that
cross county lines. Note: The word
“county” is frequently used to describe
a local geographic area. The use of
this term is also meant to recognize
and include the parishes in Louisiana
as well as the 400+ independent cities
that have either separate jurisdictional
recording offices, courts, or both. For
example, while there a re 3,141 coun-
ties and parishes in the US, there are
over 3,600 local entities that hold re-
corded documents.

3. Decide the Time Period to Search
Ask the retriever the standard search
period for the county you need

searched. Older records may need to be
manually searched.

4. Know the Subject's Name . State clearly
the names to be searched and any constraints
or limitation on search procedures.

5. Let the Retriever Know if You Anticipate
Records or Hits . Most retrievers will extend
their search procedures beyond their usual
thorough methods if they did not get a hit
when one was anticipated.

6. Prepare to Ask How the Search Will be
Conducted . If you require an “official”
search, one done by the government office
itself and certified, then make that require-
ment clear at the outset.

7. Know What Documents You Want to Ob-
tain or What Results are to be Reported
Obtaining documents can be quite costly.
The retriever should inform you of the possi-
bility of excessive copy costs in advance of
performing the search.

8. Know Your Deadline . If the normal turn-
around time does not fit your needs, ask if the
agency offers an expedited service.

9. Determine How You Want the Results
Given to You . Will it be by fax, telephone,
email, overnight courier, or by regular mail?
Ask if there are different fees for different de-
livery methods.

10. Keep a Written Log of the Request
Use standard, written procedures to minimize
the chances of making a mistake, and insure
your instructions are legible and complete.
